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  Did you know?





In 1992 there were about 6,000 home fires caused by candles (homes include one and two family dwellings, apartments and manufactured homes).


In 2002 there were about 18,000 home fires caused by candles


In 2002 there were about 130 deaths, and 1,350 injuries caused by home candle fires.


In 2002 home candle fires resulted in about $333 million in property damage.


The share of home fires caused by candles has generally increased steadily since the early 1980’s.


About 40% of home candle fires start in the bedroom











  Candle Safety Tips





Only burn candles under constant adult supervision.


Never leave a child unattended in a room with a burning candle.  A child should not sleep in a room with a lit candle.


Extinguish all candles when leaving the room or when going to sleep.  Never leave a burning candle unattended.


Keep candles at least 12 inches from anything combustible including drapery, paper and aerosol cans.


Make sure candles are placed on stable furniture in sturdy holders that will not tip over if bumped by person or pets.  Candles should fit in the holders securely and holders should be made from material that cannot burn.


Place candles away from spots where they could be knocked over by children or pets.


Make sure the candle holder is big enough to collect dripping wax.











Experts discourage the use of candles in bedrooms, where almost half of all home candle fires start.  If you must burn candles in the bedroom, keep them away from bedding, curtains, blinds, wallpaper, upholstered furniture, piles of clothing and newspapers or magazines.  Monitor candles carefully


When purchasing or using candles, consider what would happen if the candle burned low.  Could it burn the candleholder or decorative material nearby?  Extinguish taper and pillar candles when they get within two inches of the holder or decorative material.  Votives and filled candles should be extinguished before the last 1/2 inch of wax starts to melt.


Keep candles and all open flames away from flammable liquids.


Never use a candle for light when checking pilot lights or fueling equipment such as kerosene heater or lantern.  The flame may ignite the fumes.


Use a flashlight and not a candle for emergency lighting, and avoid walking while holding a candle.
